HOW TO ENROL YOUR CHILD  
 

1. Fill out the special admission form and card, available from school. 

2. Provide us with proof of the childôs age (eg. Birth Certificate/Extract of Entry) - this can be 

 photocopied at school. 

3. Bring the childôs Immunisation Certificate which may be obtained from Knox Council  

Offices. 

N.B. Your child must turn at least 5 years old by 30
th
 April  of the year of entry to school. 

 

Once the above enrolment documents are delivered to the school, your child is officially enrolled and 

booked in for the next school year. 

 

PLEASE ENROL AS EARLY AS POSSIBLE - Prep enrolments are to be finalised at the end of July. 

 

The Kent Park Primary School ñTransition from Kinderò program on page 7 of this booklet (blue page), 

outlines the way the school supports kinder age children to become ready for entrance to school. 

 

The main Open Day/Night on Wednesday, 6
th
 May, 2009 during Education Week and is one opportunity for 

parents to visit the school, however, if you cannot attend this Open Day/Night, you are welcome to make an 

appointment for an inspection tour of the school at another time.

In year 2000, Kent Park Primary School was accepted in the ñQuality In Schoolsò project promoted by the 

then Australian Quality Council and Department of Education and Training.
